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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the adjustment of the first year
undergraduate students at Mahasarakham University of the Academic year 2010 in the
aspects of learning, instructor, peer group, environment, activity, emotion and finance
and 2) to compare the adjustment of the first year undergraduate students at
Mahasarakham University in overall and each aspect classified by gender, birth place
and admissions program. The sample consisted of 400 first year undergraduate
students in the first semester of the academic year 2010. The instrument was a five
rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used for analyzing the data were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The results of the study revealed that :

1. The adjustment of the first year undergraduate students in overall
and each aspect was at a high level.

2. There was no significant difference between male and female
students for the adjustment in overall and each aspect.

3. There was no significant difference between the students with
different birth place in overall and each aspect.

4. There was no significant difference among the students with different

admission program in overall and each aspect.
